Section 2: All grievances will be processed through
the following steps:

A. A written statement of the grievance,
using the district’s grievance form, shall
be submitted to the Civil Rights
Coordinator.

B. Upon receipt of the completed
grievance form, the Coordinator will
conduct an investigation and notify the
grievant of the results, including any
remedial measures. Normally, the
investigation will be concluded with
(30) thirty school days.

C. Within (10) ten school days, the
grievant may appeal, in writing, to the
Superintendent of Schools, who will
make a written decision, normally
within (30) thirty school days.

The complete grievance procedure is found in
Roseville Community School Board Policy GAAD,
which can be obtained from the Coordinator.

School success is greatly influenced by teachers and parents working together. Conferences are great
opportunities for trust building, information sharing and mutual planning. Remember that the PTC is a two-
way street. You learn from the teacher how your child performs in the classroom; the teacher can learn from
you the personality and learning habits of your child. How can you make the most of this opportunity?

Teachers are eager to meet with parents of students; however, remember that during conferences a
teacher meets with many parents in a short period of time. Z 5 1% | ! l; 4 1% &
I = % * . This is especially important when a teacher has other

parents anxiously awaiting their turn!

Prior to the conference date, have a talk with your child. Is there anything he/she would like you to
discuss with the teacher?

Come prepared with written questions. Write down anything you would like to discuss; teacher
expectations, missing assignments, test grades, behavior, etc. What can | reinforce at home with my
child?

Be open-minded to suggestions from the teacher. Focus on strengths and stress collaboration with
the teacher. What is the “action plan” now? Avoid lengthy discussion of topics that are not related to
the purpose of the conference.

Take notes about what has been discussed to share with your child.

If needed, plan a follow-up conference with the teacher.

We receive many calls from parents, some on a regular basis near the end of the school day, asking that messages such as
changes in dismissal procedures, be delivered to their child. While we are happy to help when possible, very often duties
with students occur to interrupt the teachers and office staff from following through promptly on these messages. We
realize undelivered messages can affect the safety of your child and this concerns us. Therefore, to assure the safety of
your child, please make every effort to arrange all after-school plans at home, before your child leaves for school.

In an effort to promote responsibility, we also discourage students from calling home for forgotten homework,
instruments, books, etc. Likewise, many parents have also been frequently coming to the office with requests for
deliveries of forgotten items and lunch money to their children. Please understand that it is very disruptive to the teachers
and the rest of the class when students are called down to the office for pick-ups or for deliveries of messages. Your child
is also losing valuable instruction time as they travel to and from the office....the bottom line is your child needs to learn
how to be responsible by being prepared each day.

Your understanding and cooperation are greatly appreciated.
