Absences/Doctor Notes 
If your child is going to be absent from school, please call the office between 8:00 and 8:30 on the day of the absence. Please 

take the initiative to call the school when your child will be absent or tardy. Do NOT send messages through brothers, 

sisters or neighbors.  

 

Regular attendance is important for your child’s success in school. State law requires that we report excessive absences and/or 

tardiness to the Macomb County Attendance Officer. Please provide the school with a doctor note whenever possible. 

 

Tardiness 
Students are expected to be in the classroom and in their seats when school begins. It is the responsibility of the parent and 

student to see that students arrive at school on time. In cases of frequent tardiness, parents will be notified.  Students who are 

tardy must report to the school office before going to their classrooms. If your child will be late and needs to order hot lunch, call 

the office before 9:00 a.m. to order lunch. Otherwise, you will need to provide your child with a lunch. 

 

Excessive tardies are also a cause for referral to the Macomb County Attendance Office.  Please provide the school with a doctor 

note whenever possible. 

 

Transportation Arrangements
