Roseville Community Schools will offer FREE ALL DAY KINDERGARTEN programs for the 2009/2010 school 
year at all of the elementary schools, including the new Kment and Steenland buildings which are currently 
under construction.  Parents of Roseville students can register at their home school.  Out of district parents 
living in Macomb County must first go to the administration building to apply for “School of Choice” and then 
go to the school they wish to attend to complete the registration process. 
  
Roseville parents with children who will be 5 years of age 
on or before December 1, 2009 are encouraged to visit their 
neighborhood elementary school during the hours of 9:00 - 11:00  
and 1:00-3:00 to complete registration forms. Parents are 
requested to provide the following documents at registration: 
  

*Original birth certificate 
*Immunization Record 

*Hearing and Vision results (if completed) 
*3 proofs of Roseville residency 

  
*PLEASE BE ADVISED THAT WE CANNOT ACCEPT INCOMPLETE REGISTRATIONS.  Therefore, please do not 
attempt to complete the registration process without ALL of the above. ONLY vision and hearing results may 
be brought in at a later date, but must be provided before the first day of school.
