If you are not aware that they forgot their money or lunch they can come to the Main 

Office and call you. They should do this early in the day and then come down to the of-

fice before lunch to see if anything has been left for them.

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Detention Rules  
During regular detention, students will now read a 

short scenario (provided by the detention staff) 

and answer the questions provided that pertain to 

what they have read.  The story and questions/

answers will be turned in before leaving detention 

at 3:30 p.m.  If their answers donõt pertain to the 

story, are not in complete sentences, or they refuse 

to do it they will immediately go to their Principal 

and the consequences will be an Extended Deten-

tion or a suspension.  We do not allow talking, 

sleeping, eating, drinking, gum chewing, or leaving 

the room while in detention.  These infractions also 

have consequences.  

 

Students need to come prepared to read and 

write.  Remember, the detention slip MUST be 

signed by a parent/guardian.  Detention starts at 

2:45 p.m. At that time the door will be closed and 

no one will be permitted in.

Safe Schools  
Here at Roseville Middle School we continue to 

rethink and update our building crisis plan. We 

are looking at every possible contingency and 

have increased our building security.  Security 

doors and cameras from bond that you voted 

have been installed to help keep our school 

safe.   All visitors must report to the main office 

and state their business. If approved, they are 

given visitor identification badges to wear while 

in the building. All doors at Roseville Middle 

School are locked by 8:00 a.m. If you or your 

child come to school after that, you will need to 

use the main entrance. We apologize for any 

inconvenience but Iõm sure you realize that this 

is for your childõs safety.  

Transportation Trouble  
Children who are not walking home are to be 

picked up immediately following school or 

school -related activities. There are no personnel 

available  to supervise students after school. Un-

supervised adolescents are particularly suscepti-

ble to situations and peer pressure where they 

might make wrong choices.  If your child is left 

at school repeatedly for long periods of time, 

we will call you.  If the situation is not resolved, 

discipline will be issued.   

Busing  
In order to ride the bus, students must live in 

Roseville and be at least 1.5 miles from school.  

Students are required to have their student I.D./

Bus Pass every day.  Questions may be referred
